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Abstract

As the main venue of communication between man and God Almighty, the Holy Qur'an presents a
vast body of information about God, existence, and man. Allah's divine names and attributes are
among the information that the Qur'an provides for man. Allah has attributed many of his
descriptions in the Holy Qut'an to the Prophets and mankind. This article has tabulated the common
descriptive words of Almighty God, Prophets, and mankind from the Qut'an in three forms: singular,
plural, and sentence names.
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Introduction

The Holy Qutr'an has considered man as the deputy or representative (dads) of Allah on earth.! The deputy or
representative of God Almighty is the manifestation of his names and attributes and the example of the one
whom he taught all the names.? Allah has declared his true nature to be beyond the comprehension of mankind.?
Instead, he introduces himself to mankind with his blessed names and attributes (cw\ e).* The authors
researched and published the divine names of Allah in the Qut'an in a previous article, in the form of 65 singular
names, 77 plural names, and a significant number of attributes mentioned in sentences.> In the hadith, the
number of Allah's names is reported to be 99. ¢8 In supplications, Allah's names and attributes are desctibed to
be more than 1000. ° In this article, the names of Allah have been considered only from the point of view of
what is reported in the Holy Qut'an.

The Qut'an has attributed many of Allah's descriptions to the Prophets and mankind. Howevet, there is no
published list of such common names in the literature. The objective of this article is to tabulate such a list of
common names of Almighty God, Prophets, and mankind to not only put this important subject in perspective
but also to provide a data source for future research on the subject. Such data can have at least two apparent
outcomes.

- It provides insight into the attributes of Allah.
- It reveals the nature of the 4ads of Allah on earth.

Method

The common names and attributes have been extracted by studying the Qut'an page by page and by consideting
the derivation of the words (3lsl).10 The grouping of the names has been done in three categories: singular
names, plural names, and attributes mentioned in sentences. The method that was used to choose singular,
plural, and attributes in sentences is detailed in the article "Divine Names and Attributes of Allah in the Holy
Qur'an".> This method is key for understanding how the names were chosen in the present article. Therefore,
in the case of any ambiguity and lack of clarity regarding the descriptions, it may be necessary to refer to the
above article.
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Findings and Conclusions

The table below tabulates the common names and attributes of Allah, the Prophets, and man. The names and
attributes of Allah are listed in the first three columns. The first column is for singular names, the second
column contains plural names, and the third column contains attributes mentioned in sentences. Then, in the
same order, the common names and attributes of the Prophets and man are listed in the subsequent columns.
The 65 singular names of Allah are listed in the first column, and in front of each singular name of Allah, names
with common roots, if any, are listed in the other columns. Names in other rows with no Allah's singular name
are also organized the same way. Only the central word that reflects that common attribute is provided for the
columns with attributes in the sentences. In the article "Divine Names and Attributes of Allah in the Holy
Qur'an,"s the attributes in the sentences are displayed as a partial or the entire verse.

The Table shows that 14 of singular names of the God Almighty,

are mentioned in the Qur’an only for God himself, and no similar names exist in any of the columns related
to the Prophets or man in these 14 rows. Also, 17 of plural names of the God Almighty,
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are mentioned in the Qur’an only about God himself, and no names exist in any of the columns related to the
Prophets or man in these 17 rows in the Table.

Considering the obvious importance of the names and attributes of Allah and the practical effect of them in
life, it is hoped that this research will provide the basis for additional research and discoveries regarding the
importance of common names and attributes and their effects on individual and social life.
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
